STATEWIDE CROP SUMMARY

General

There were 6.6 days suitable for field work.

Precipitation estimates ranged from little rain in some 
locations to 2.7 inches in Fort Lauderdale (Broward 
County).

The average temperature ranged from 51.9°F in 
Niceville (Okaloosa County) to 75.6°F in Key West 
(Monroe County).


Livestock and Pastures

Due to cold dry weather, pastures were reported to be 
in mostly poor condition.

Supplemental feeding contributed to keeping cattle in 
good to fair condition.


Crops

A variety of fruits and vegetables were harvested.

Growers utilized cold protection measures on some 
fruit and vegetable crops.

Some leaf burn was reported on sugarcane.

Potato planting continued. 


Citrus

Maximum temperatures were in the 70s, but a passing 
cold front caused minimum temperatures in the 20s in 
some locations. Mount Plymouth (Lake County) and 
Sebring (Highlands County) both reached 26.0°F, 
followed by Vero Beach (Indian River County) at 28°F.

The citrus growing region received very little rainfall for 
the week, with Mount Plymouth (Lake County) 
receiving 0.26 inches. 

According to the February 3, 2022 U.S. Drought 
Monitor, the entire citrus growing region was drought 

free.

Early, midseason, and Valencia oranges, Orri, Tango, W. 
Murcott and other minor tangerine varieties, and red 
and white grapefruit were all harvested for the fresh 
market.

Processing plants were processing field run fruit in 
addition to orange and grapefruit packinghouse 
eliminations.

Grove activities included herbicide, pesticide, 
fungicide, and nutritional application; fertilizing;  
topping and hedging; mowing; dead tree removal; 
new tree planting; and general grove maintenance.

Irrigation was run in all areas and canal and ditch 
levels were reported to be low in some locations.
